Academic excellence The Academy will provide a solid core curriculum focused on reading, language
arts, mathematics, science, and social studies. Our teachers will foster the development of key
foundational skills such as study skills, reflection, problem-solving, written and verbal communication,
and critical analysis.

Enrichment activities Through an extended day model, the Academy will provide intentional
programming for students with engaging options that are fun and complement the core academic
curriculum. Students will be encouraged to participate in extra curriculars including athletics, fine arts,
culinary arts, and community service opportunities.
